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Abstract

       This research intended to investigate on Students’ attitude to ward online learning on at Faculty of Education, Souphanouvong University, Lao PDR; as a part of 3 components of online learning competency in the faculty which it included Knowledge, capacity or skill and attitude; The research adapted the attitude questionnaire of V. Jyothi and B. Vijayabhinandana; 2021 which develop from the Thurstone, L. L. and Chave, E. J. (1929). With 25 items to investigate with 165 sampling which it slected from the total 283 students during the academic year of 2020-2022, by Yamane, 1967; 

The research found that:

The students’ attitude toward online learning in case stude of sudents in souphanouvong University was found at the neutral level by the mean of = 2.89 and   = 1.07 representing that students still not accepted with online learning as much as it will

The student from different residential has different attitude about online learning with the statistically significant of .05
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
